Brickwork Cheaper than
Steel Construction.

The general impression is that the cost of steel
framing, 68 & medium for carrying the heavy loads
wncidental to ‘large structures, must necessarily be
cheaper than adequate brick piers and walls designed
for we same purpose, and thut the filling in or panel
construction between steel columns being of one
moderate thickness, would reslise economy over the
standard brick wall thicknesses, demanded by the
Building Acts of London and elsewhere.

Joseph, the well-known
London srchitects, that steel frame structures cost
fully 7§ per cent. more than plain brick construction.
For s large block of flats the sieel frame was estimated
10 cost, at the lowest figure, the sum of £55,000; that
is without the filling or panelling requisite to enclose
the building and the cost of casing in stanchions in
o execute the building completely in
brickwork, the estimate amounted to the same sum of
£55,000, thus saving the smount involved in the filling
in and casing required in the former case, er,
the reinforced concrete floors, now built on such an
extensive scale, using hollow brick filling to save
weight and cost of solid concrete, can be built of far
lager span than formerly.
