It should be understood that the forgeries do fiot relate 1o
UK. passports in the possession of Asians who are British
subjects, travelling from Kenya. Inquiries disclose the forgeries
are limited to the visas, or entry permits, stamped inside the
passports. The origin of these forgeries lies outside the UK
