There is no|
intention fn that request, as far|
as we are aware, of discussing]
the military aspects of the de-|
fence preparations. But the re-
quest in itself fortifics our own
view, and that now held by an
increasingly large number o
people in Kenya, that an exam-
ination is urgently needed of]
some aspects of the preparations|
in East Africa in so far as they
relate to the activities of thel
Civil Government and the place|
in those plans of the civil popu-
lation. Whether that request is|
pressed upon Government is &
responsibility which the Chair-
man of the Elected Members Or-|
ganization, Lord Francis Scott,
bears on his own shoulders. He
has to be satisfied not necessarily
that the war effart is not being
properly conducted but that pub-
lic anxiety on the subject is such
that restoration of confidence, or

the Government can be persuad-
ed that the machinery of a Colo-
nial Administration is inade-
quate %o satisfy the desire of
the people for a full share in the
responsibilities of preparing for
war.

It would be quite wrong of the!
representatives of the Colonial
Office system to attempt to main-
tain an exclusive responsibility !
or to be satisfied with calling to
their aid a few selected public
representatives for special tasks,
and to call that effective co-
operation with the people. To-
day the demand is for something
more, for nothing less than offi-
cial recognition of the fact that
the people are the body in the
Colony who ultimately provide,

fice without whjch we cannot
play our full pett and without|
which the Administration itself|
cannot  successfully function.
That being so, they have a clear|
right to expect that if they are
dissatisfied with conditions as
they are, if they believe that the
present machinery is insufficient,
the Administration will not hesi-
tate to find some method of so
broadening the basis of co-opera-
tion that the people themselves
can be brought into the field of|
war-time policy, On the wisdom
of that policy, on its proper
understanding and its universal| "
acceptance, may depend the fu-r
ture of the country and all its|
communities.

In time of peace the Crown
Colony constitution suffers in
its popularity and effectiveness|
because it is a self-contained or-|
ganism set apart from the people.

Ferhaps that is the kind of
community with which we have
to deal; we hope it isn't. What
the blackout tests lacked was
realism. There were no sirens.
This week we aré fo have the
sirens but not. of course, at the
same time as the bjackout. That
would be carrying imagination
too far. Nor did we have any
inspection from the air. And as
it was a bright moonlight, night
in any case, Nairobi would have
presented no difficulty to an
aerial observer, On the ground
some people used their cars with
lights full on, some gompromised
with parking lights, some enthu-
stasts turned off every light and
were a menace to themselves
and everybody else,

In an air raid (and it seems to
be assumed that Nairobi will
only be an objectiveiat night and
that a blackout is therefore the
most important form of protec-
tion) there are many points
which need consideration. Part
of the profection consists of
auxiliary fire fighting services,
demolition squads, the manning
of*ARP. posts and gas decon-
tamination centres, the organisa-
<tion of hospital and first aid
services, emergency transport
and a hundred and one other
things including the functioning
of communicatidns, the provi-
sion of public shelters (properly
marked) and the disposition of
the jpolice. No doubt many, if
not all, of these things have
been arranged. No doubt part
