In addition
to rations' (which is a matter of
international  agreement)
prisoner is entitled to thirty five
cigarettes a week, or one and a
half ounces of tobacco, and a
box of matches. Accommoda-
tion must be reasonably hygienic
and rainproof. Grade 1 prisoners
are highly skilled faxmers or
mechanics; grade 2 includes such
drivers.  Wages amount to 12
and six cents for the secont
grade. The sum is not paid in
cash by the employer; the
amount 18- entered daily in
wages book and the employer is
expected at the prisoner's re-
quest to supply him with any
reasonable commodities to the
extent of his credit. The daily
wage is paid by the Military
authorities.
