Prisoners Of War

TUESDAY, JULY 29, 1941

A month ago the Kenya Gov-
emnment made a very guarded
statement in the Legislative
Council on the subject of pri-
soners of war. Government
would not have made a state-
ment at all if they had not been
asked a question. That is one of
the weaknesses of Governments.
When it is apparent that a sub-
ject is interesting or worrying
the public, a wise Government
should step 1n with a statement
of policy, without waiting to be
asked.

But that is just by the way.
The Kenya Administration
would probably reply that a
month ago nobody knew what
was to happen about prisoners
of war, and that the whole ques-
tion was i
Well, there has been plenty of
time to discuss. A month should
be long enough for anybody,
however busy, to settle a ques-
tion like that The prisoners
are here and there are probably
more on the way. In addition,
women and children ate also
coming, so we shall have a whole
string of questions soon that will
need answering

Without any doubt the best
thing to do with prisoners of
war is to find work for them.
Under international law they
are not suppased to be employ-
ed on work of a military
character and that kind of law
is respected in British Colonies.
