Science II,which is run by thecollege,
has already been repaired while the
others were going to be repaired in
the next few weeks.

Education Building, which has
deteriorated due lO flooding of me
basement and lack of resources for
main lena nee; featured receouy in
The Anvil. The problem bas been
exacerbated by vandalism and the
heavy rains caused by the £1 Nino
phenomenon.

Financial constraints are not
unique lO the University. "1beincome
gcncraung activities which we have
em barked on are expected toallcviatc
the problem," said Pro lessor Kibera.
The activities arc coordinated by
Prof. J. K. Kimani of University of
Nairobi Enterprises and Services
(lNES) Ltd .. he added.

According to ProL Kibcra,
vandal ism of University lacilitics "is
a big problem which has been
recognized by everyone in the
Univcrxity." He indicated that
modaliticx of how to reduce. if nOI
climin.uc the problem arc being
worked out.

In a separate interview with The
Anvil. Mr Anthony Gachcru, the
Chief Security Officer, said theft of
University properly was declining.
