As far a8 I am aware, he is more or less bedridden,
and when not in bed spends the greater rart of the day
seated on his verandah.

His meals consist of boiled eggs, rice, and
occasionally tinned food. There is little alteration
in this diet from week to week.

He has stated that he is able to live on about
thirty shillings a month. He has only one rersonal
servant, who is a raw native from the field, who ig paid,

i I am informed, 5/- a month. -

His house and the surroundings are in a very dirty
and uncared for condition. Only one room in the house
i# occupied ap a bedroom, the remainder being used as
& store-room for posho, maize and beans. The¥e is very
little furniture in the house.

On the last occasion on which I visited bim he was
in bed, and he stated he was suffering from a cold.

The bedding was extremely dirty and he was wearing hie
usual clothing which also appeared to te very dirty and
torn. There was a particularly bed odour of stale urin
in the room, which I believe was due to & dirty urinal
and the fact that his beuding is very rarely washed or
aired.

1 8180 noticed phlegm and a little blood on tke
floor and table near his bed, where I believe he had bveen
expectorating.

‘ His house is situated at thre top of & very steep
,. hill, and he informed me that when he is fit, he manages
..t get down to the coffee land in the morning, but finds .
‘T it diffiewlt to get back again, and has to be carried
by two natives.

It is kis custom to caxrry his money, gometimes
lprge sums, in his trousers pocket. He keeps no 3
firesrms at all in the place.
