THE AGRICULTURAL ADVANCES (AMENDMENT) BILL, 1958.

The Principal Ordinance was enacted-in 1950 
as an emergency measure to meet the more pressing 
needs of farmers who had exhausted all existing 
sources of credit and whom it was desirable in the 
interests of the Colony to maintain on the land.

The position of participants in the scheme
became, howb^r, still more depressed owing to the 
long duration of the recession in prices of primary 
products, aggravated by droughts and locust infesta­

tions, and many participants are now faced with unduly 
large arrears of interest.

It is therefore, proposed to cease charging 
interest on advances as from the 1st January, 1958, 
with a view to accelerating the winding up of the 
scheme and to achieving as soon as possible the origi­

nal aim of the Ordinance.

No Comparative Table acooii®anles the Bill • 
since the amendment contained therein is not modelled 
on.wiy Colonial Ordinance or> la^erial Aot!? but a copy 
of the Bill showing the section of the Principal 
Ordinance which it is proposed to amend is encaosed 
for transmission to the Secret^ of State.
