experiment, nor is it desirable that several distinct
varieties of cotton should be grown in close proximity
to one arother. It is probeble that ir this case,
‘hjbridisation would occur to sane extent betwsen ths
different varieties and, in consequerc., the sseds from
the resulting crops, even if sach kind was kept separate,
wouild ~ive rise to cottons of mixed end irregular
charaotgr. There is alsc a danger of the seeds of

the differsnt varieties becoming mixed, whereby thé

~ unevemness of starle of subsequent crops would be still

further increased.
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I would suggest that i would be a ‘etter plan

to test the rossibilities of the various cottons on

extensive trial might thsn be made with the seed of this
