Each Shop was specially
designed internally to meel lhz wishes and require-

.:cmmn odation before qmldan work was begun, in
November 1952,

The Shops are perbaps the part of the Rhokatan
House which have attracted most public interest. They
have show windows on each floor froch ficor fo ceiling,
with armour-plated doors throughout the ground floor:
the ground floar has five windows designed as reing
foreed concrete boxes, open at the back for display
purposes, and all set behind the building line, because
of the otherwise narrqw pavement in York Stréet.

The shop fronts, armour-plated doors and the main
entrance doors were supplied and erected by Frederick.
Sage & Company (S.A.) Pty, Lid., whose expert stall
was specially flown to Nairobi for this contract.

Each floor of Offices is self-contained, having its own
reception entrance, lift service, tea-room, strong-room
and lavatories.

CONSTRUCTION AND FINISH -

n keeping with contemporary practice, Rhokatan
Houe consists of a reinforced concrete ‘frame with
panel infilling of lightweight pumice blocks, supplied
by Diaclem Limited, Nairobi. Externally the support-
ing columns are finished in black terrazzo and the main
wall surfaces above these columns is in reconstructed
stone, relieved with fins and awnings in whité stucco.

e same treatment of black terrazzo has been used
in.the construcliop of fhe méln stairways and main
floor and walls. The Office floors throughout the build-
ing have been finished in cork tiles Sopplied by the
Swedish firm of A/S Sano: the appearance of this fiooe
finish is very striking and has the great sdvantage of
