For many years past customers and
others having dealings with The National
Bank of India Limited have been in the
habit of addressing letters intended for
that Bank * The Bank of India Limited "
and, as the National Bank of India Limited
was until a short time ago the only one’
operating in East Africa to which such an
address could possibly be applied, no
difficulty was caused thereby.

Recently, however, the Bank of India
Limited has opened several branches
in East Africa and in consequence all
letters addresséfl “The Bank of India
Limited” are delivered to that Bank.

With a view to avoiding confusion,
customers and others desiring to com-
municate with the National Bank of India
Limited are, therefore, requested to take
care that their communications are, in
future, properly addressed,
