“The theory was advanced time and again that, as all the
land in the Protectorate belonged to the African, freehold
titles could not be recognized by ‘Africans. An attempt was
made to correlate this with the placing” of non-African
agricylture on the ‘Concurrent " Legislative List. It is hardly
necessary to point out that the theory that freehold titles
in this Protectorate are worthless is untenable, but, even if
it were tenable, it is difficult to see any connexion between
the two matters.

“ We feel impelled to add that any attempt to interfere with
freehold titles by any Government which happened to be in
power in this Protectorate would be a breach of faith and
disastrous to the finanees of the Profectorate, to say the
Jeast. -

“We have obtained some evidence of what the placing of
non-African agriculture under Federal control has achi€ved
for Northern Rhodesia within the space of 16 months. We
were told that the North-Western crop of flue-cured tobacco
has so benefited through the work of the Federal Ministry
of Agriculture that it is now possible for the tobacco to be
auctioned in Salisbury unidentified. In_ other words, it is
indistinguishable from Southern Rhodesian tobacco on the
auction floor. We upderstand also that the North-Western
crop of flue-cured tobacco has inctcased by some 1,50@ acres,
or 11%, and that Northern Rhodesian Turkish tdbacco has
increased by some 340 acres, or 86 %.

“Jt has already been found necessary in Nyasaland to
participate in flue-cured rescasch in Rhodesia by seeking_the
assistance of the Tobaccd” Research Board. We are satisfied
that. this has been to the benefit of Nyasaland, but that
federalization would improve the situation yet more because
it would mean , the provision -of . extra extension staff
a tomed to working for and with the board.

s to livestock, it-is not disputed that the Northern

“One of the matters which has been stressed by nearly
every non-African witness is that the federalization of non-
African agriculture \{/hould induce the necessary confidence in
investors to provid e increased capital which is required for
development generglly, and, in particular, for the provision
of amenities to icans, including housing. It seems to us
that 4any likely investor cannot fail to be attracted by the fact
that if non-African agriculture becomes a Federal .responsi-
bility 62% of thé Federal income will be behind his invest-
ment, instead of 6% as is now the case.

“We feel impelled to comment on-a matter which has
been raised before us—the reference the Colonial
Development Corporation to the ‘ political impo les’
which were said to have caused the abandonment of their
afforestation venture. Our view is that the position has not
deteriorated since the inception of that venture. Nevertheless,
we do not discount the possibility that, if non-African
agriculture were federalized in the face of African opposition,
labour troubles might result and discourage investment.

“As it is clearly the wish of the non-African farmers of
this Protectorate that non-African agriculture should bécome
a Federal responsibility, we consider that, if this is done, it
would engender among them a feeling of confidence in the -
future. Whether this is justified or not only time can tell.
