However, even in the Kenyan 
scene where alcohol has also been advertised throu^ the same media there is 
no advertisement ^diich shows youngsters indulging in alcohol consumption. 
The youth have perceived that drugs such as cigarretes and alcohol signify 
upper class, and success and happiness. And Daily Nation 30/12/86 also 
indicates that alcohol imparts in the youngsters some masculine traits*

Plamt (1976) also seems to be echoing similar notions about alcohol and the
