Before it ~l&S formerly established as a Depar-tment;of
the University CoLl ece, Nairobi· all Ext ra-Nur aL ac t Lvi+
ties in Kenya were carried out by Halcerere College in Uganda,

In 1963. the Ext ra-Hura l Division had only one Centre
covering the whole of Kenya. Today howcve r ~ the Division
has six centres operating in the fol.lowi.ng are as :

ESTABLISHl1ENT

The Ext r a-Hur aI Division has seven acadetri c and twent.y
nine non+academi c ncmbe r s of staff. The Assistant
Director$ Extra-Eural Division is upported at thEeHead
Office by an Administrative Assistant (Organizer). a
Secretary and a Clerk/Typist. Other six acade~ic
uember s of staff ar a Resident; Tutors at the Extra-
Fiural Centres in the Provinces.

At each of the Ext r a-Nur-a L Centres - Resident Tutors are
assisted by an Organizer who is the Adninistrative
Officer at the Centre s i'I. Clerk/Typist and an Office
11essenger.

The Extra-Hural Division~ guided. by its objectives
already mentioned above - has ~rogra..~es wh ich normally
fall under three broad cateEories" thus continuing
Educat i.on, Public Lectures and l:Teetings and Training of
Local Leaders and Adult Educators.

In addition to the conventional Ext r a-HuraI activities.
some of the centres have :initiated and added on to the
innovative nature of the Ext r a-Ifur aI D5_vision ac t i.vi t ies ,
such progr arame s like (Harket) Dr araa, Feekend Croup
Discussions and are a l re ady wo rk i.ng on proposals to
survey toge ther ,dth the Provincial b_dT':'.inistration"
areas in wh.i ch the Institute of Adult Studies in general
and the Extra-Hural Division in particular, can provide
meaningful servic~s to the peo~le in the rural areas
of the Republic of Kenya.

CONTINumc EDUCATION

Soon after the attainscnt of Independence in Kenya, the
Extra-l-iural Division provided pre" university courses to
people who wanted to get prorao t ion at rhe i r places of
wcrk or adn-.ission to University undergraduate courses.
Gradually the educational needs have been changing and
therefore, the Ext r a-t tur aI Division is now iof fe r i.ng an
increasi;:lg nunber of University level courses notably in
business administration and languafes,

Division had 143 Par t+I'Lne 'I'ut.or s , 377 Classes and
7,230 student. population as indicated in the table below.
