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In the year ending 2012, there were many activities that the Department of Linguistics
and Languages recorded.

The PhD programme at the Department which is done only by research thesis for a
minimum period of 3 years is offered in following areas:

In the year 2012, the Department graduated a record 5 Ph.D students spread as follows:
two in Linguistics (Discourse Analysis and Sociolinguistics), One in Arabic phonology,

one in Kiswabhili poetry and the other in Kiswahili Novel.
