 Provide financial support for the accepted Scholar 
for four years contingent on the Scholar’s 
satisfactory progress towards the degree. The 
financial support will consist of 

o a stipend as a teaching assistant, graduate 
assistant, or research assistant, at a level 
consistent with other graduate student 
stipends in the chemistry department 

o a full tuition scholarship 
 Waive the requirement for the Graduate Record 

Examination (GRE) and the Test of English as a 
Foreign Language (TOEFL). 

 Reimburse the applicant for the application fee for 
the graduate program at Binghamton University. 

 Recognize the Wandiga-Hull Scholar by suitable 
certificates and publicity 

This agreement shall be in effect for a period of five years.
