KTDA Makomboki Tea Factory was commissioned on 21
st

Kenya that supplies water to the capital City of Nairobi. The Makomboki briquette energy pilot 

project aims at piloting the use of more sustainable energy at the factory to test the usage 

efficiency and effectiveness of the fuel usage and use the results to roll out and scale up similar 

projects to other tea factories, farmers and other users.
