ii. KACE (Kenya Advanced Certificate of Education) Applicants (or equivalent):
2 principal passes in Mathematics and Physics and at least a credit pass in Chemistry at the
Ordinary Level of Education. For B.Sc. Geospatial applications, a credit pass in Geography

shall also be acceptable in lieu of Chemistry.

iii. Ordinary Diploma (OD) Applicants (or equivalent): Credit Passes in the relevant
disciplines.

iv. Higher National Diploma (HND) Applicants (or equivalent): Passes in the relevant
disciplines.

v. Science/Technical Diploma Applicants (or equivalent)

Credit passes in Mathematics and Physics (at Diploma level).



vi. Bachelor of Science/Bachelor of Education (Science) degrees or any other relevant
degrees

in Science/Technology
vii. Other Appropriate Technical Qualifications at degree level.

All applicants must meet the stipulated minimum entry requirements for admission to the
University of Nairobi.

Applicants from Non-English speaking countries should produce a certificate of proficiency in
English (the equivalent of at least a credit pass at “O” Level).
