for Next Generation Sequencing (NGS)” course hosted at the International Centre of 



Insect Physiology and Ecology (ICIPE). The course was facilitated by TreND

and comprised of participants from 20 different universities in 6 different African 
countries. 

NGS analysis topics including de novo genome and transcriptome assembly, ChIP-seq and 

RNA-seq, rare variant calling and population genetics were taught.
